
Rule 3
More silent letters

The Golden Rules:
- h – usually comes after w – e.g. – which, when, who, 

whether.
- G – usually comes before the letter ‘n’ – e.g. – gnaw, gnat, 

sign, resign, reign OR before ‘ht’ – e.g. – eight,. Weight, 
height, might, sight.

- N – always goes after the letter ‘m’ – e.g. – autumn, 
column.

Exceptions:
- Honour, honest, hour, ghost
- Phlegm
