
The Golden Rules:
- If the stem is not a word, then it is followed by ‘ible’
- ‘Imposs’ is not a word, so it is spelled ‘impossible’
- ‘Terr’ is not a word, so it is spelled ‘terrible’

Exceptions:
- Flexible, resistible, responsible, destructible, collectible, 

sensible.
